The Minister for Foreign Trade and Development Cooperation, Having regard to Articles 6 and 7 of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs Subsidy Decree (Subsidiebesluit Ministerie van Buitenlandse Zaken); Having regard to Article 5.1 of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs Subsidy Scheme 2006 (Subsidieregeling Ministerie van Buitenlandse Zaken 2006); Has decided as follows:

Article 1
Applications for subsidies in the fourth and fifth rounds of the Subsidy Programme for the Fund against Child Labour 2018-2022 may be submitted in the following time frames: a. fourth round: from 1 February 2021 until 13 May 2021 15:00 CET; b. fifth round: from 2 August 2021 until 28 October 2021 15:00 CET.

Article 2
1.For subsidies awarded under the Subsidy Programme for the Fund against Child Labour 2018-2022, a subsidy ceiling of €3.5 million shall apply to applications as referred to in Article 1(a) for the period from 1 January 2021 up to and including 31 December 2021.2.For subsidies awarded under the Subsidy Programme for the Fund against Child Labour 2018-2022, a subsidy ceiling of €2 million shall apply to applications as referred to in Article 1(b) for the period from 2 August 2021 up to and including 31 December 2021.3.If the subsidy ceiling referred to in paragraph 1 is not fully depleted after application of paragraph 1, the residual amount will be available for applications as referred to in Article 1(b).

Article 3
The annex to the Subsidy Programme for the Fund against Child Labour 2018-2022 shall be amended as follows:1. In section 4.4 Orientation phase, the last sentence shall read as follows: As a request for a 'quick scan' takes six weeks to process, RVO cannot respond in time to requests that are made six weeks or less before the application deadline.2 In the third subparagraph of paragraph 6.1 Requirements, the 'Partner forms' requirement stated after the second indent shall be deleted.

Article 5
This Order enters into force on the day after the publication date of the Government Gazette in which it appears and lapses with effect from 1 January 2023, on the understanding that it shall continue to apply to subsidies awarded prior to that date.

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EXPLANATORY NOTES
The present Order lays down the start and closing dates of the fourth and fifth rounds of the Subsidy Programme for the Fund against Child Labour 2018-2022, as well as the ceilings for subsidies that are available for applications to be submitted in those rounds. In addition, the administrative rules of this Subsidy Programme are amended in two minor respects. Experiences gained in the previous rounds made it clear that an advisory procedure of two weeks is insufficient. More time is required for a qualitatively sound and diligent advisory procedure. This also benefits the quality of the applications. Therefore, a procedure of six weeks has now been opted for. It also became clear from previous rounds that a partner form in addition to the cooperation agreement2 is redundant. Everything that is required on the partners is part of the model agreement. Therefore, the requirement of a separate partner form as a mandatory annex to the application can be deleted.
